Barry Ponds has been marred by the
fluctuation in water levels due to the
ongoing work by Welsh Water, but Sues
pond has provided some big bags of
fish. Carols pond has been a bit quiet,
which is why we will be stocking an
additional 500 Tench this year.

On the Rivers, not many reports have
been received, however it was good to
hear that the EA have stepped up their
patrols on the Taff and that several
poachers have been caught and dealt
with appropriately. We did receive a
report that some good size Chub have
been caught on the lower stretches and
several Barbel have been caught on most
of the Club owned stretches. The Wye at
both Bibblins and Monmouth stretches
have been quite low, despite the rainfall
we had earlier in the summer, but catch
rates are constant with reports of good
sport to be had on both stretches. Only
one report on the River Ely, a
magnificent 20lb Pike, taken on the
lower reaches.

Treasurers Report — Mike Bishop (Hon Treasurer)

I'have been given this space to write about the club finances. For those not at the AGM and therefore not fortunate enough to hear my
report, I will summarise the position. For £58 this year (senior membership) members have had access to six excellent still water
fisheries and over twelve miles of varied river bank fishing. The licence fee, I believe gives excellent value for money and probably
represents one of the smallest parts of our members fishing cost per trip when you consider bait, travel & tackle costs. We strive to
keep costs down, and it is remarkable that our outgoings on non direct fishery costs (or overheads as you might wish to call them) are
less than 8% of our total income. When you consider the costs in this 8% include items such as our club insurances, the costs of the
newsletters, our membership of WFA, the costs of our monthly meetings & AGM, the travel and ancillary expenses of club officials
and finally less than 2% on gratuities and honorariums. The club now is not a small entity — last year our gross income exceeded £50k
and our balance sheet now runs to well in excess of six figures. In the last two years the club has spent over 92% of its income on
direct fishing items such as rental of waters, improvements & maintenance of fisheries, fish stocks, support for junior angling and
coaching. You only have to look at our waters & experience the fishing to realize where that money has gone - it is not cheap to
achieve what we now have. Having been treasurer for nearly 35 years, I have witnessed and been a part of the rise in fortunes of this
Club which without the unpaid efforts of several dozen people would never have happened. The names of these people are sprinkled
throughout this newsletter and it would be remiss of me not to acknowledge the immense contribution that they and their
predecessors have made in achieving our current position. Please do not underestimate the behind the scenes work that goes into the
running of this club - it is easy to criticize, not so easy to appreciate the vast amount of positive work that leads us to where we now
are. You, the members can play your part and help - by taking care of the fish you catch, respecting the facilities and your fellow
fishermen , taking your litter (and any other litter you see) home and equally important rejoin the club (use the application form with
this newsletter) — it is your money over the years that has helped us achieve this position. Thank you to all that contribute.

Looking to the future, we cannot rest on our laurels, the officers and committee are continually looking to improve the position
further, as witnessed by the obtaining of the Cardiff Bay fishing for our members from next year. As ever, | am completely open to
any comments or queries that members may have, my email address is given earlier in this newsletter. I will finish as | started 1 if
you want to hear my full report, come to the AGM, it is well worth the effort i well | think so! Enjoy your fishing.
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Looking after our Fish Stocks

Following advice from our main Fish suppliers, who own several of their own fisheries around UK, we have made the
decision to try out Winter feeding on all Club still waters.

This will involve the Club purchasing 1 tonne of Crushed Barley and Crushed Wheat, which we have been told is the best
winter feed for a still water. The feed will be introduced into all still waters on a weekly basis throughout the Autumn and
winter Months at the rate of 25 kilo per week per water. Quiet Sports Fisheries have used this feeding method for a few
years and have seen dramatic increases in the quality and growth of their stocks over the winter months. For still waters
like St Y Nyll top pond and Llantrythid lake, which are subject to a close season, this should be an added bonus to the fish
stocks which do not see any bait or feed for up to 3 months every year. Also as most coarse fish start bulking up ready for
spawning during March, April and May, this will help to ensure that they reach spawning in peak condition.

Secretaries Report — Paul Addecott (Hon Sec)

For those of you that do not have internet access to the Club Web site, I would like to update you on what we have been
up to over the past 6 months.

Firstly you will be aware that Jon Taylor has stepped down as Club Chairman due to work commitments, therefore
Richard Turner is now Club Chairman. I would like to take this opportunity to thank Jon for his tireless work on behalf of
the Club and wish him every success in his new Job.

You will also be aware by now that from January 2010, your Club Membership allows you access to Cardiff Bay, which
will provide some magnificent Sport as the Bay develops. A massive thank you to Jon Taylor, for his work in securing this
water for the Club.

All the Club organised events that have taken place over the Spring and Summer months have been well supported and I
would like to thank everyone involved in organising and running the various events, such as our Disabled Group
competitions, Junior Competitions, etc.

Treoes Pond has yet again seen more rectification works in renewing the fishing platforms that were degraded beyond
practical repair and are now better than ever. Gribbles Covert will see some upgrade work later in the Season.

Additional Fish Stocks have been purchased to increase the Tench populations in both Carols Pond and Llantrythid Lake,
with 500 fish up to 1lb in weight going into each pond. We also intend moving some Roach and Skimmers from Treoes
Pond and re locating them into Carol’s pond, (subject to the Environment Agency section 30 application) which should
make Carol’s pond a better venue for all. We do have the feelers out with our fish suppliers for some decent size Perch if
they become available, but as yet nothing to report, but if we do get lucky, I will inform the membership via the Club Web
site and Spring news letter.

I'would like to point out that there will be a few work parties through the year making our waters better as we progress
through the season, which are usually made up of Committee members and a few Club members who volunteer their help
on an ad hoc basis. Most of last season’s work parties were well attended by the “regular few”, but it would be good to see
some new faces, as at the end of the day, the work that is done does benefit everyone.

Overall, I do think that the Club is going in the right direction and what the Club Committee does agree to do on
everyone’s behalf, is done for the good of the club. If any club member does have an opinion or idea they want to share
with us, then please either drop me an email if you have a PC, or come along to any committee meeting or AGM or just ask
me, I do get about on the Club waters and always available for a chat.
